How to RECYCLE Not RECYCLABLE

Place all paper items in recycling 

cart.  No need to bundle or tie.

Shredded paper acceptable in 

paper bags.
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Including all types of cardboard, 

fiber board, cereal boxes, etc.

Flatten or cut boxes so that 

pieces fit loosely into cart.

Dirty or contaminated cardboard 

ie: pizza boxes with oil/food 

soaked into cardboard.

Plastic bags are not recyclable 

as part of this program thus 

cannot go into the single 

stream recycling container.

What to RECYCLE in Single 

Stream Program
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Newspaper, inserts, advertising 

flyers, magazines, envelopes and 

junk-mail

Dirty or contaminated newspaper, 

hard cover books, used paper 

towels/tissues etc.

All metal, glass, plastic food and 

household cleaner containers 

including bottles, wax cartons (ie: 

milk and juice cartons), aluminum 

cans/foil, aluminum food trays.  

Plastics to include food and 

household cleaner containers 

with all numbers as follows:

Wash containers.  Labels and 

plastic rings/caps do not need to 

be removed.  Do not break glass 

bottles.  Note:  plastic bottles can 

be clear or colored and include 

detergent bottles, bleach bottles, 

shampoo bottles etc.

Automotive fluid containers (ie: 

antifreeze, motor oil etc.), aerosol 

(spray) cans, containers larger 

than 1 gallon, paint cans, light 

bulbs, other plastic items such as 

toys or yard decorations, other 

metal items (ie: pots, pans, coat 

hangers, toasters etc.), ceramic 

items, yard waste (yard waste 

must be composted and cannot 

go into trash cart either).
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
